English Indices of Multiple Deprivation 2010

Summary Report

Executive Summary

1. Background

The Department of Communities and Local Government (CLG) has calculated local measures of deprivation in England since the 1970s. The English Indices of Deprivation 2010 (ID2010) contains the latest version of these statistics, and updates the English Indices of Deprivation 2007 (ID2007). They are calculated for small areas and use geographies known as Lower Super Output Areas (LSOAs). Each LSOA contains on average 1,500 residents.

As always, the indices measure deprivation rather than affluence; in other words the presence of deprivation does not necessarily imply the absence of wealth. Similarly, the indices do not describe every resident; more deprived LSOAs will contain residents that are not deprived and vice versa. Finally, the indices measure relative deprivation, so there is no established point at which deprivation is considered to occur. Many analyses use the most deprived 10% (most deprived decile) of LSOAs as a cut-off, or the most deprived 20% (most deprived quintile).

Deprivation here describes unmet needs caused by a lack of resources, and is measured using 38 indicators grouped into seven domains:1

· Income Deprivation (5)

· Employment Deprivation (7)

· Health Deprivation and Disability (4)

· Education Skills and Training Deprivation (7)

· Barriers to Housing and Services (7)

· Living Environment Deprivation (4)

· Crime (4).

The domains can be used individually to identify areas that are deprived in terms of specific issues, such as health, or combined using a weighting system to calculate the Index of Multiple Deprivation 2010 (IMD 2010), which can in turn be used to rank every LSOA in England according to its relative level of deprivation. Note that higher IMD scores indicate greater relative deprivation, with the most deprived LSOA nationally given a ranking of 1.

Local authorities can be compared by looking at the proportion of LSOAs ranking among the most deprived in national or local terms, and a local authority rank is also published.

Analysis by individual domain reveals that many of the most deprived areas face multiple issues, with deprivation in more than one domain. This report concentrates on the Index of Multiple Deprivation.

2. Changes in the IMD since 2007

Direct comparison between the IMD 2010 and the IMD 2007 is possible, but several caveats apply. First, the 2010 Office for National Statistics re-basing of district level population estimates has affected many indicators. Population estimates are used as denominators to calculate indicator rates. If the revised population estimate was lower than previously the rate would increase, and if it was higher the rate would decrease. These may affect domain scores. Second, IMD 2010 contains small methodological changes from IMD 2007, including adding some new data sets and altering some indicators.

Some changes in LSOA rankings between IMD 2010 and IMD 2007 may arise from these influences rather than real change in deprivation, however large rankings changes may be more likely to indicate real changes.

3. Comparison to the rest of Berkshire 
Overall, West Berkshire ranks as the 39th least deprived district in England (out of 326): placing the district in the 89th percentile in terms of deprivation across England.

The table above shows that West Berkshire fell in the comparative local authority rankings between 2007 and 2010 from the 93rd percentile to the 89th (the 100th percentile being the least deprived areas in England). This indicates that West Berkshire has become more deprived compared to the national picture. A comparable drop in rankings is observed for Reading and Slough although note that these areas are comparably much more deprived. Bracknell Forest has seen a small drop in rankings (1 percentile point), but is now ranked above West Berkshire. The RBWM has seen its relative position improve to the 93rd percentile, whilst Wokingham remains one of the least deprived districts in England (ranked 2nd nationally). 
4. Small area deprivation in 2010
This next section looks at the relative change in ranking of the 97 SOAs in West Berkshire from 2007 to 2010. 

Between 2007 and 2010, 16% of West Berkshire’s SOAs rank as less deprived in national terms, whilst 84% rank as more deprived. The left hand graph below shows the change in percentile rankings for all SOAs across the district. This shows the proportion and scale of change in national rankings between 2007 and 2010. 
The right hand graph below summarises West Berkshire’s profile for 2007 and 2010. Districts with higher proportions of deprived SOAs will show a line pulled towards the bottom right hand corner of the graph. The dark line shows West Berkshire’s profile for 2007, compared to the new lower profile for 2010. 
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The graph above shows that around 20 areas have seen an improvement in their relative standing – although none by more than 5 percentile points.  

Noteworthy however is that of those 81 SOAs which have slipped in the national rankings, 22 (27%) have fallen more substantively – i.e. in excess of 10 percentile points. The table below highlights those areas observed to have a more substantive reduction in comparative rankings.

Two areas are observed as dropping 20 percentile points compared to all other SOAs across England – both in central Newbury: the town centre area and Enbourne Road area just south of the railway line. Similarly, the area of Victoria ward to the east of the A339 has also seen a fall in rankings in the order of 16 percentile points. 

Of the remaining areas identified in the table above, it is noticeable that the majority are urban areas in Newbury / Thatcham, the exceptions being in Theale, Purley and the area around Padworth / Ufton Nervet. 

Equally, of those identified below, most started from a relatively ‘high’ ranking position in 2007 - for example, the Enbourne Road area has fallen from the 88th percentile to the 68th - and as such, none have fallen into the bottom quar- or quintile. 

It is noted however that Newbury town centre is now ranked in the 35th percentile and as such, constitutes West Berkshire’s 4th most deprived area. 

The table below summarises the 10 most deprived SOAs in West Berkshire overall in 2010 and compares their relative rankings to 2007. 

Historically, the Nightingales is identified as being significantly the most deprived area in the district. This is still the case, although we can observe a fall in relative ranking of 6 percentile points so this area now falls within the bottom quintile nationally.  

The Royal Avenue area of Calcot and Park Avenue area of Thatcham remain second and third in West Berkshire’s rankings although it is noticeable that there are now a number of other areas – notably areas around central Newbury which are ranked on a similar footing. Noticeable, is that – with the exception of Royal Avenue – all of these areas are within the Newbury / Thatcham urban area. 

The lowest ranked rural area is the southern end of Lambourn village which is placed in the 50th percentile – a drop of 12 places from 2007.
