What is a Young Carers Champion? 

A Young Carers Champion is a professional who may come into contact with children and young people as part of their day to day role.  The champion’s receive training, which enables them to identify, support and refer children with caring responsibilities to other services.

Responsibilities of a Young Carers Champion 
· Actively raise awareness about young carers within your establishment.

· Be the first point of contact for young carers who use your service.

· Use a screening tool, which will enable you to understand the level of caring a child is doing and how this effects their wellbeing. 

· Be identifiable as a Young Carers Champion by wearing a Champion’s badge. 

· Attend Champions Forum meetings every 6 months and feedback how your service is working with young carers. 

· Signpost young carers to relevant organisations who can support their needs.

· Keep records which identify who the young carers are in your provision. 

What will you get out of being a Young Carers Champion?

· A chance to support and advocate for children who do an amazing role caring for family members.

· You will receive training and a certificate, which will identify you as a Young Carers Champion.

· Networking opportunities with professionals from a wide range of services. 

· Regular updates about the work and activities facilitated by Young Carers Project
