Mainly Unsound: -

The area includes a narrow lane (Pincents Lane) and a congested mini roundabout at
Sainsbury’s junction with the A4 Bath Road, both locations are not suitable for the extra traffic
the new dewellings will bring, the infrastructure potential on the roads isn’t there. Congestion at
the A4/Sainsbury’s junction is often gridlocked at weekends when the stores (lkea, Sainsburys,
Dunelm) are open.

Schools/Doctors are not coping now before we have the extra dwellings, as an NHS worker,
the additional housing and demographic of adults and children will put an overload on the
infrastructure for these key education and health services.

Flooding is a risk for the lower part of Calcot by the A4, to remove the flora and forna from
Pincents Lane will exacerbate the risk of flooding at the M4/Sainsburys Junction and adjoining
roads.

The new development South of the A4 wedged with the M4 heading towards London has
increased the congestion, demand for the services within the area, to add another 138
dwellings will tip the area into London/Reading style congestion and failing facilities due to
excess demand. The are can’t take anymore development.
